*Isaiah 40:26 Lift up your eyes on high, and see who has created these things, who brings out 

their host by number He calls them all by name, by the greatness of His might and the 

strength of His power; Not one is missing.  

 

*Deuteronomy 4:35 It has been clearly demonstrated to you that HaShem alone is God, there 

is none beside Him. 

 

*Genesis 4:1 Now the man knew his wife, Eve.

*Isaiah 33:9 The earth mourns and languishes: Lebanon is ashamed and hewn down: Sharon 

is like a wilderness; and Bashan and Carmel shake off their fruits. 

 

*Jeremiah 22:23 O inhabitant of Lebanon, that makes your  nest in the cedars, how greatly to 

be pitied shall you be when pangs come upon you, the pain as of a woman in travail! 

 

*Deuteronomy 4:6-8 Keep therefore and do them; for this is your wisdom and your 

understanding in the sight of the nations, which shall hear all these statutes, and say, Surely 

this great nation is a wise and understanding people. 

 

*John 1:14-18 The Word became flesh and made his dwelling among us. We have seen his 

glory, the glory of the one and only Son, who came from the Father, full of grace and truth.

*Psalm 78:5 For He established a testimony in Jacob, And appointed a law in Israel, Which He 

commanded our fathers, That they should make them known to their children;
