Lev. 16:1-20:27; Amos 9:7-15; Mk. 12:28-34

*Leviticus 16:1-2 Now the LORD spoke to Moses after the death of the two sons of Aaron,
when they offered profane fire before the Lord, and died; 2 and the Lord said to Moses: Tell
Aaron your brother not to come at just any time into the Holy Place inside the veil, before the
mercy seat which is on the ark, lest he die; for I will appear in the cloud above the mercy
seat.

*Genesis 3:1-6 Now the serpent was more crafty than any of the wild animals the Lord God
had made. He said to the woman, "Did God really say, 'You must not eat from any tree in the
garden?" 2 The woman said to the serpent, "We may eat fruit from the trees in the

garden, 3 but God did say, 'You must not eat fruit from the tree that is in the middle of
the garden, and you must not touch it, or you will die.” * “You will not certainly diethe serpent
said to the woman.® "For God knows that when you eat from it your eyes will be opened, and you
will be like God, knowing good and evil. © When the woman saw that the fruit of the tree was
good for food and pleasing to the eye, and also desirable for gaining wisdom, she ook some and
ate it. She also gave some to her husband, who was with her, and he ate it.

*John 8:44 You belong to your father, the devil, and you want fo carry out your father's
desires. He was a murderer from the beginning, not holding to the truth, for there is no
truth in him. When he lies, he speaks his native language, for he is a liar and the father
of lies.

Love for Enemies

*Matthew 24:3-5 Now as He sat on the Mount of Olives, the disciples came to Him privately,
saying, Tell us, when will these things be? And what will be the sign of Your coming, and of
the end of the age? And Yeshua answered and said to them: Take heed that no one deceives
you. For many will come in My name, saying, T am the Messiah,” and will deceive many.

*Ezekiel 38:23 And so I will show my greatness and my holiness, and I will make myself
known in the sight of many nations. Then they will know that T am the Lord.

*Ezekiel 36:23 I will show the holiness of my great name, which has been profaned among
the nations, the name you have profaned among them. Then the nations will know that T am
the LORD, declares the Sovereign Lord, when I am proved holy through you before their
eyes.

*Leviticus 19:18 You shall not take vengeance or bear a grudge against the sons of your own
people, but you shall love your neighbor as yourself: I am the Lord.

*Deuteronomy 6:5 You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your
soul and with all your might.

2 They do not
know, nor do they understand; They walk about in darkness; All the foundations of the earth
are unstable.

*Revelation 19:13-15 He is dressed in a robe dipped in blood, and His name is The Word
of God. .....And from His mouth proceeds a sharp sword with which to strike down the nations,
and He will rule them with an iron scepter. He treads the winepress of the fury of the wrath
of God the Almighty.

*Jeremiah 49:21-22 Therefore hear the plans that the LORD has drawn up against
Edom and the strategies He has devised against the people of Teman: Surely the little ones
of the flock will be dragged away; certainly their pasture will be made desolate because of
them. At the sound of their fall the earth will quake; their cry will resound to the Red
Sea. Look! An eagle will soar and swoop down, spreading its wings over Bozrah.

*Isaiah 63:1 Who is this coming from Edom, from Bozrah, with his garments stained
crimson? Who is this, robed in splendor, striding forward in the greatness of his
strength? "It is I, proclaiming victory, mighty to save.

In that day the hearts of Edom’'s mighty men will be like the heart of a woman in labor.
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
