Num. 1:1-4:20; Hos. 2:1-22; Mat. 4:1-17 

*Joshua 23:7so that you will not associate with these nations, these which remain with you, 

or mention the name of their gods, or make anyone swear by them, or serve them, or bow 

down to them. 

 

*Judges 2:12-13 Thus they forsook the LORD, the God of their fathers, who had 

brought them out of the land of Egypt, and they followed various gods of the peoples 

around them. They bowed down to them and provoked the LORD to anger, /for they 

forsook Him and served Baal and the Ashtoreths. 
 
*Psalm 1:1a-3,4 Blessed is the man who does not walk in the counsel of the wicked . . . 

But his delight is in the law of the Lord, and on his law he meditates day and night. He 

is like a tree planted by streams of water, which yields its fruit in season and whose leaf 

does not wither. Whatever he does prospers. Not so the wicked! They are like chaff that 

the wind blows away.
