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Bamidbar - In the Wilderness

Numbers 1:1-4:20; T Samuel 20:18-42; Matthew 24:29-36

*Isaiah 43:7 Everyone who is called by my name, whom I created for my glory,
whom I formed and made.

*Psalm 115:1 Not to us, O Lord, not to us, but to your name give glory, for the
sake of your steadfast love and your faithfulness!

*I Corinthians 10:31 Whether you eat or drink or whatever you do, do all to the
glory of God.

*Matthew 5:16 Let your light so shine among men that they may see your good
deeds and give glory to your Father in heaven.

*Numbers 1:1-3 The Lord spoke to Moses in the tent of meeting in the Desert of
Sinai on the first day of the second month of the second year after the Israelites
came out of Egypt. He said: Take Ry a census of the whole Israelite
community by their clans and families, listing every man by name, one by one. You
and Aaron are to count according to their divisions all the men in Israel who are
twenty years old or more and able to serve in the army.

*2 Thessalonians 1:10-12a on the day He comes to be glorified in His saints and
regarded with wonder by all who have believed, including you who have believed our
testimony.

To this end, we always pray for you, that our God will count you worthy of His
calling, and that He will powerfully fulfill your every good desire and work of faith,

*Genesis 40:19 In three days Pharaoh will lift xuw»
up your head—from you—and hang you on a tree. And the birds will eat the flesh
from you.



*Numbers 6:26 The LORD lift up His countenance upon thee;

*Romans 11:17-20 And if some of the branches were broken off, and you, being a
wild olive tree, were grafted in among them, and with them became a partaker of
the root and fatness of the olive tree, do not boast against the branches. But if
you do boast, remember that you do not support the root, but the root supports
you. You will say then, "Branches were broken off that I might be grafted in.” Well
said. Because of unbelief they were broken off, and you stand by faith. Do not be
haughty, but fear. For if God did not spare the natural branches, He may not
spare you either. Therefore, consider the goodness and severity of God: on
those who fell, severity; but toward you, goodness, if you continue in His
goodness. Otherwise, you also will be cut off. And they also, if they do not continue
in unbelief, will be grafted in, for God is able to graft them in again.

*Isaiah 43:4 T will give up whole nations to save your life, because you are
precious to me and because I love you and give you honor.

*Exodus 12:37 The people of Isra'el traveled from Ra'amses to Sukkot, some six
hundred thousand men on foot, not counting children. (CJB)

*Exodus 323:27-28 Then he said to them, "This is what the Lord, the God of
Israel, says: 'Each man strap a sword to his side. Go back and forth through the
camp from one end to the other, each killing his brother and friend and
neighbor.” The Levites did as Moses commanded, and that day about three
thousand of the people died.

*Acts 2:40-42 With many other words he testified, and he urged them, "Be saved
from this corrupt generation. Those who embraced his message were baptized and
about three thousand were added to the believers that day.

*Numbers 1:3-4 You and Aaron are to number those who are twenty years of age
or older by their divisions—everyone who can serve in Israel's army. And one man
from each tribe, the head of each family, must be there with you.

*Exodus 1:5 All the descendants of Jacob were seventy persons; Joseph was
already in Egypt.

31 And He will send His angels with a great sound of a trumpet, and they will
gather together His elect from the four winds, from one end of heaven fo the
other.

32 "Now learn this parable from the fig tree: When its branch has already become
tender and puts forth leaves, you know that summer is near.

33 So you also, when you see all these things, know that it is near--at the

doors! 34 Assuredly, I say fo you, this generation will by no means pass away till all
these things take place.

35 Heaven and earth will pass away, but My words will by no means pass

away. 36 "But of that day and hour no one knows, not even the angels of heaven,
but My Father only. 37 But as the days of Noah were, so also will the coming of
the Son of Man be.

38 For as in the days before the flood, they were eating and drinking, marrying
and giving in marriage, until the day that Noah entered the ark, 39 and did not
know until the flood came and took them all away, so also will the coming of the Son
of Man be.

40 Then two men will be in the field: one will be taken and the other left.
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
