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*Luke22:20 In the same way, after supper He took the cup, saying,
"This cup is the new covenant in My blood, which is poured out for you.

*Hebrews 8:6 Now, however, Jesus has received a much more
excellent ministry, just as the covenant He mediates is better and is
founded on better promises.

In the Hebrew word “bara” N-la we see God the Father

(Aleph), God the Son (Beit) and the Holy Spirit making up this one word
and showing that they work as one.

*Genesis 1:26 Let us make man in our image and in our likeness.

*Exodus 34: 6-8 Then Adonai passed before him, and proclaimed,
Adonai, Adonai, the compassionate and gracious God, slow o anger, and
abundant in lovingkindness and truth, 7 showing mercy to a thousand
generations, forgiving iniquity and fransgression and sin, yet by no
means leaving the guilty unpunished, but bringing the iniquity of the



fathers upon the children, and upon the children’s children, to the
third and fourth generation.
